
Need is up in down times
	 When things are down, the Rescue Mission is up—
higher numbers of needy people came to us for help in  
fiscal 2009.
	 From October 2008 through September 2009, we 
served 8,430 more meals (223,005) to 8% more people and 
provided 1,961 more overnight stays (66,697), compared to 
the year before. Our emergency shelter provided safe beds 
39,648 times, welcoming 1,190 men an average of 109 per 
night.
	 Our dining facility prepares breakfast, lunch and din-
ner every day for our residents as well as individuals and 
families who have a place to live but need help making 

ends meet. In fiscal 2009, 
we fed people we never met 
before as well as familiar 
faces more often.
	 Our day center, which 
assists the needy and is 
the first stop for meals and 
clothing, reported 77,605 
admissions, about 6,000 
or 8% higher than the year 
before. In fiscal 2009, we 
gave away 62,150 articles of 
clothing and 2,103 house-
hold goods and delivered 
383 pieces of free furniture 
to those in need.
	 The Rescue Mission’s 
homeless outreach team 
provided 5,439 transports, 

up nearly 16% from a year earlier. Clients from com-
munity shelters, including ours, were given rides to legal 
and medical appointments and job interviews—we helped 
105 find employment. Others got a lift to check out apart-
ments—414 people who were once homeless and living 
here got help in finding their own place.
	 In Binghamton, we gave hope to hundreds of homeless 
and needy people by connecting them with clothing, meals, 
apartments and government services.
	 While fiscal 2009 had its challenges, the Rescue 
Mission looks up to God who provides through a generous 
community what is required to lift our neighbors in need.

The Rescue Mission is registered with the Internal 
Revenue Service as a section 501(c)(3) nonprofit orga-
nization, meaning that gifts are tax-deductible. We are 
also affiliated with the Evangelical Council for Financial 
Accountability and the Association of Gospel Rescue 
Missions.

Binghamton property purchased
	 The Rescue Mission’s ownership of property to further serve 
Binghamton area homeless people was the big news of fiscal 
2009.
	 56-58 Whitney Avenue became the Rescue Mission’s in June 
2009. A $1.1 million Federal Home Loan Bank grant will reno-
vate the building to house, feed and equip up to 32 homeless 
men at a time starting in late 2010.
	 The Rescue Mission’s Binghamton homeless outreach team 
is currently based at a local church, where in fiscal 2009 we 
served our second Thanksgiving dinner and first Easter dinner. 
We have served the Binghamton area since 2003, first through 
a thrift store at 1139 Upper Front Street.
	 An expanded Binghamton Thrifty Shopper opened in May 
2009. Growing from 9,000 to 12,400 square feet allowed us to 
display 10,000 more articles of clothing, offer twice as many 
household goods and add a juniors department for teens and 
tweens.
	 Thrifty Shopper stores, which support Rescue Mission  
services to needy people and help working families stretch 
their dollars, added a new location in January 2009. The 
Fairmount store, our first in the western suburbs of Syracuse at 
4107 West Genesee Street, is the only Thrifty Shopper attached 
to a donation center, which opened in December 2008.
	 In April 2009, we opened a new downtown Thrifty Shopper 
and clothing outreach program at 200 Gifford Street. In addi-
tion to being brighter, this street-level location is more visible 
and easier to access than the old site at 155 Gifford Street.
	 Over 260 people participated in Walk a Mile in My Shoes, a 
new event held in Syracuse and Binghamton in February 2009 
to raise awareness and resources for the Rescue Mission.
